Mathematics is an essential subject in
school as it is an intellectual endeavour
as well as a mode of thinking and it
can develop students’ logical mind
and their ability of judgement. To fulfil
such educational goals, we teachers in
Mathematics Department launched a
series of programmes and activities such as the Logic
Questions, Fun Day and Inter-house Mathematics
Competition in last academic year. Besides, we
also encouraged students to participate in some
competitions such as Asia International Mathematics
Olympiad Open Contest, True Light Girls' Invitational
Mathematics Contest and Rummikub Competition.

To open students’ eyes in Mathematics, they were
encouraged to join different competitions. Our students
showed great enthusiasm in solving Math problems
and joining group discussions. Some said they gained
confidence through participating in the competitions,
while others felt the competitions enabled them to
develop communication and leadership skills. As
these skills are not only an essential element for
lifelong learning, but also a key to success in life, our

Curriculum Aims

The aim of the Chemistry Curriculum is to
provide chemistry-related learning experiences
for students to develop scientific literacy, so
that they can participate actively in our rapidly
changing knowledge-based society, prepare
for further studies or careers in fields related
to chemistry, and become life-long learners in
science and technology.

The broad aims of the curriculum are to enable

students to:

- develop interest and maintain a sense of
wonder and curiosity in chemistry;

- construct and apply knowledge of chemistry
and appreciate the relationship between
chemistry and other disciplines;

- appreciate and understand the evolutionary
nature of science;

- develop skills for making scientific inquiries;

- communicate ideas and views of science-
related issues using the language of
chemistry;

- develop open-mindedness, objectivity and
pro-activeness;

- show appropriate awareness of working
safely;

- be aware of the social, ethical, economic,
environmental and technological implications
of chemistry, and develop an attitude of
responsible citizenship.

Learning Targets

Students are expected to:

- understand phenomena, facts and patterns, principles,
concepts, laws and theories in chemistry;

- appreciate applications of chemistry in society and in
everyday life;

- develop scientific thinking and problem-solving skills;

- develop curiosity and interest in making scientific
investigation;

- be aware of the impact of chemistry on social, economic,
industrial, environmental and technological contexts.

Activifies

Chemistry is a practical subject and thus practical work is
essential for students to gain personal experience of science
through doing and finding out. The Chemisry panel has
organised different after-school workshops including
‘Soap Production” and ‘Turning Copper Coin into Silver
and Gold’. Besides, the chemistry teachers use multiple
teaching methods to arouse students’ interest. Through
discussion, information search and project work, students
can develop communication skills, information handling,
critical thinking and making informed judgement. In
addition, the chemistry teachers use IT-based resources to
facilitate students’ learning. Computer-based laboratory
devices allow students to collect and analyse data.
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The curriculum attempts to make the study
of physics interesting and relevant. It is
suggested that the learning of physics should
be introduced in real-life contexts. We would
like to appeal to students of all abilities and
aspirations, and to stimulate their interest and
motivation for learning. Together with other
learning experiences, students are expected to
be able to apply their knowledge of physics,
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to appreciate the relationship between physics
and other disciplines, to be aware of the e

interconnections among science, technology,
society and the environment in contemporary

issues, and to become responsible citizens.

Through the study of Biology, students are expected to:

- develop interest in Biology;

- develop scientific skills and critical thinking,
which enable them to solve biological problems
independently or collaboratively;

- be aware the importance of Biology to the society
and are capable of making logical judgement in
solving biological problems;

- appreciate the beauty of nature and respect the
environment and other organisms;

- understand the responsibility of human beings in
conservation;

- have a healthy lifestyle;

- become responsible citizens.

Science knowledge comes from observation and practice
and so experimental investigation is an essential part in
studying Biology. Throughout the curriculum, students
perform a variety of experiments including the effect
of temperature on enzyme activity, extraction of DNA
from organisms, estimation of transpiration rate of
leafy shoot and finding out the food substances present
in foodstuffs. Moreover, making use of microscopes to
observe specimens and the preparation of specimens
are also a must. Through these practical works,
students are expected to master the skill of scientific
investigation, which involve proposal of hypothesis,
design of experiments, well-presentation of data,
making interpretation and conclusion from the data.

In addition to learning inside school, outdoor activities
are also provided for the students to widen their
horizon. They can join the ecology field trip from which

sampling technique and the skill in measuring physical
factors could be learnt. A visit to Mai Po Nature Reserve
in winter time is also an unforgettable experience to
them as they can look at the migratory birds in the
wetland as well as learn the importance of mangroves to
the ecosystem. Dolphin-watching is another fascinating
activity as students can seize the chance to learn more
about this well-reputed creature.

Hopefully, from these learning activities, students can
appreciate the beauty of nature and be responsible for

the sustainable development of the environment.
